Widely recognised as one of the finest female vocalists in the world, Mary Black has long held the attention of followers of Irish music, with a distinguished career spanning over 25 years.  From her early days in Dublin folk clubs to outstanding success with seven platinum solo albums - including No Frontiers which spent 56 weeks in the Irish Top 30 – Mary Black has become a seminal figure in Irish musical history and one of the top artists responsible for the popularity of Irish music on the world stage.  With her catalogue of hits and hugely popular songs including “Katie”, “No Frontiers”, “Bright Blue Rose” and “Past the Point of Rescue”, she helped to make a household name of songwriters such as Jimmy McCarthy and Mick Hanly.
The Hub at Cillin Hill, Kilkenny is the biggest multi-purpose venue in the South-East and has hosted a wide range of events since its opening last year, including concerts, trade fairs and exhibitions, launches and auctions.
